But in the 

torrent of crisis, many hard-working people are doing what they can to deal 

with this horrendous pandemic. I am thankful for them and would not want their 

demanding jobs or responsibilities. 

So, I will forgive them for being as human as I am and make allowance for any 

mistakes in their management of this difficult situation and will uphold them in 

prayer. And yes, Lord, I do hear you! Help me to also make allowance and  

forgive those journalists, because they too are just doing their jobs!  

God of love, thank you that you accept us, “warts and all”. In this time of 
crisis, protect and strengthen each one of us through your mercy and 
forgiveness. Help us to overlook one another’s faults and extend to each 
other the gift of grace that values, respects, and forgives. Jesus, help us 

to forgive and extend your healing love to a broken world. Amen.
